Meeting was called to order at 8:35 pm.  Ray Miessler/President welcomed the parents to a new school year.  Summer Newsletter information was posted on the clear creek band website. Marilyn Perry/ Treasurer presented the expense report.  The starting balance as of June 30, 2009 is $3227.33.  Income was reported to be $935.12.  Expenses totaled $467.33.  The balance as of August 11, 2009 was $3695.12.  The annual audit of the books was completed in July 2009.

Karen Vaughn/Secretary reported that the May meeting minutes were posted on the website.

Cathy Hopkins/Vice-President reported on the Car Wash fundraiser.  This activity usually occurs in August to help support the marching band costs.  Due to the drought and the mandatory water rationing, we had to postpone the car wash to September 26.  Band students with adult supervision will wash cars at several League City locations. 

Each of the committees gave reports.  Some committees still need volunteers and chairs.  Please feel free to stay after the meeting if you have questions concerning the volunteer commitments.  

The band Boosters were selected to staff the concessions stand at the Nov 6 Creek football game.  This night will be Senior Night since it is the last home game. (The senior cheerleaders, cavaliers, and band members along with parents are recognized before the game starts.)   Working the Concessions stand earns the booster organization  $600 for the night.  It takes 22-26 people to staff the home and volunteer sides of the concession stands.
