At the last executive meeting we talked about the Clear Lake area coupon book.  It is sold to everyone in the community not just the band parents.  We get a $1000 donation to start and additional money if more than 500 books are sold.  The books sell for about $40 and have many coupons from the League City, and Clear Lake area.  

Marilyn Perry/ Treasurer presented the finance report.  The starting balance as of November 3, 2009 is $7355.51.   Income was reported to be $11,595.00.  Expenses totaled $1042.03.  The balance as of January 15, 2010 was $17,908.48.   Karen Vaughn/Secretary reported that the November meeting minutes were posted on the website.  

The Safeway good neighbor contribution was $198, so keep shopping at Safeway.  We recently received a $500 donation from BP (not in this month’s income report). 

KC Broyles and Ray have been investigating a cheaper way to “wrap” the trailer.  We have the principal’s approval to park the trailer in the front part of the school parking lot, so we want the outside to look nice.  


Trip money is due Feb 3.  Final payment to the travel agency is due soon after that.  Turn in Fiesta food labels since there is a bonus drop in March. Double Dave pizza cards are still available, they sell for $10 and $9 goes to the band.  The first pizza on the card is free and additional pizzas are offered at a discount.   The April and May meetings will occur since we have a nominating committee and voting at those two meetings.    

Dr. Peterson wants the trip money ASAP.  An itinerary is being worked for the trip and will sent home in the future.  A truck is leaving 1 day early to take instruments and luggage to Florida.  This will save the students a large amount of money since the airlines have imposed baggage fees since the last time the band flew. The truck will leave Wednesday.  The students and chaperones will leave on Thursday, March 25.  The truck will leave for Houston the night before the students return on Monday, March 29.  The students will need a driver’s license or a student ID to board the plane.  More instructions will be sent home later concerning specifics on packing for the trip.
