The main thing that we look for are programs that allow us to avoid asking our parents to buy and sell items and that are easy to do.  Many are programs that you can start participating in today.  Listed below are some of the ways that we raise funds:

· Booster dues are used to support the band program.  You do not have to join to be an active parent but we hope that you will choose to do so.
· Spirit Items.  Miscellaneous spirit items are sold in the stadium before each home game by our volunteers.

· Half-time Sponsors.  We hope to have businesses in our community sponsor our half-time shows.  If your business or employer may be interested in sponsoring a show, please contact me.  We would like to set this up over the summer.

· Randall’s Good Neighbor Program and Kroger Share Program.  These programs will donate 1% of all purchases made using their cards.  You can attach our Randall’s number (3396) to all Randall’s cards in your family by asking the cashier or service desk and it will apply to all future purchases.  Kroger has made changes to its shopping program.  They will begin attaching a number to the shopping card, like Randalls.  More information to come.
· Channel 11/Fiesta Label Program.  Save labels from products you use every day and earn money for the band.  This is easy!  Attached it a list of the products and instructions.  You do not have to purchase the items at Fiesta.  There is a collection box located in the band office and we will advise you when a deadline is approaching.
