
Drink Committee


The Drink Committee is responsible for providing approximately two hundred iced down drinks to band members and support personnel after the half-time performance during the scheduled football games and after other competitive performance events such as Pre-UIL and UIL.

Sponsorship is needed to supply the ice on a weekly basis.  The Burger King on FM 2094 has provided this sponsorship for the last 5 years and we anticipate that they will sponsor the Clear Creek Band again this year.  We will confirm this and introduce the new Committee Chairs to assure a smooth transition.  The Step-by-Step procedure for accomplishing the task on a weekly basis follows:

Thursday (or sometime prior to the next event) 

1.  Pick up Ice Coolers and drinks from the Band Hall 

1.A Recommend a ratio of 40% water to 60% sodas at the beginning of the year with a plan to carry Approx 225 drinks (Should result in some left overs, always good to have a little extra in the beginning of the year)

1.B Typical Cooler holds 48 sodas, recommend using the large cooler for water (approx 70 drinks?)

1.C We have been using our personal dolly to transport loaded coolers.

Booster Club may need to purchase a band unit

2.  Remove drinks from packages and organize coolers the night before the game

Game Day

3.  Transport coolers to Burger King and fill with Ice

4.  Transport to Game (Try to arrive an hour before and negotiate with on-site officials or police for parking by the band buses.  (We usually have better luck with the away games than our home field)

5.  Store loaded coolers under the band stands in a location close to the dispensing location

6.  Recommend selecting a dispensing location that has your back covered and do not allow the students behind the line of coolers  (This is for your own protection and sanity, get control up front and maintain it)

7.  Set-up coolers for drink distribution after half-time show (Dr.

Peterson will release the band from the stands after the 3rd quarter has started, do not serve bandmembers prior to this, no matter how much they

beg)

8.  Close the coolers up when all bandmembers have been served (Use personal judgement as your guide to determine should be about 15 minutes

- Dr. Peterson will give the command to return to the stands)

9.  After the band has returned to the stands, empty the ice in a remote location (Bandmembers have been known to throw ice if available) and either return the coolers to the band hall or in your vehicle for transport back to the band hall.
